· Unmade road reserves

· Devised an ‘Index of Recreational Significance for Unmade Road Reserves’
· The Index Layer

Significant Local Government Areas (LGA’s)

· 15km buffer around major trails

· Metro areas not included

· North of Barossa Council – only areas within the 15km buffer will be analysed at this stage

GIS Trail Planning Inventory

· Inventory of trails

· National/Regional/Local

· created, sourced

· Pastoral Access Routes

· Hunt and Endurance Ride routes

· Other layers – significance for planning

LOTS

· Land ownership tenure information

· Confidentiality

· Property Assist

GIS Trail Planning Projects

· Eagle Mountain Bike Park

· Revegetation areas

· Trail siting

· Collection of field data via Global Positioning Systems (satellite based navigation)

GIS Trail Planning Projects
· Trail Audits

· Data collection of trail infrastructure, trail surface, upgrade sites, GPS
